Please
be aware of the recommendations and restrictions for each
ride. A description of the WaterWorks Ride Rating System is
posted at the entrance to WaterWorks.

e All children in diapers should wear waterproof diaper
covers.

e EMT's & Lifeguard Supervisors are available throughout the
waterpark for assistance; please do not talk to or distract
lifeguards while they are on duty.

For safety, you should be in good health and without
recent surgery or illness and free from high blood pressure
or any condition or limitation of the heart, back, neck or
bones that may be aggravated by most park attractions.
Expectant mothers should not ride. Please see the Safety
signs at the entrance of each ride for specific health and
safety guidelines.

Responsible Persons — Several attractions require that riders
under a certain height be accompanied by a responsible person
to ride. All responsible persons must be at least 16 years
old; meet the ride criteria to experience the attraction; and
demonstrate appropriate observed behavior.
